A design is not considered as the beginning of a linear process but as a phase in a continuous cycle of creation and recreation, use and reuse.

This studio will be working with design issues that are direct conclusion of working with ecology /Permaculture. It is a studio that uses nature for inspiration and a studio that will listen to nature for design. It is a design studio that uses ecological concepts to develop places for human use that incorporate and respect the natural systems of the earth.
Methods of Assessing Learning Outcomes: Design criticism of drawings and models are the method of assessment for this studio course. Students are expected to ask questions and engage in critical discussions of their work. Adequate graphical representation of design ideas must be displayed in order to receive effective criticism. Therefore, each student must display a committed documentation of design work for each studio day. Only serious and significant new work that contributes and moves forward the general progress of the work will be discussed. This does not include superficial changes, repeated works, or merely verbal descriptions. During a group pinup, each student is expected to understand and apply criticisms of other students’ work relevant to their own work. Required digital media studies must be printed prior to studio time. All previously completed prints and models must be available in studio because we will need to refer to these works during the design process.

Required Laptop Computer: Students maintain their own computer; technical difficulties, viruses, corrupted files, crashes, server and print bureau problems will not be accepted as excuses. All digital work must be regularly backed up.

Required Software: all software acceptable
Other Equipment and Materials: digital camera (3 mega-pixel min.). Model making materials and tools as assigned. Extensive use of scanning, color ink jet, laser printing and laser cutter. And other materials fit to making models as needed.

Policies and Procedures: see links on the course website for the TTU Undergraduate and Graduate Catalog, including Academic Regulations, Dropping a Course, Class Attendance, reporting Illness, absence Due to Religious Observance, Academic Integrity, Grading Practices, and Student Disability Services. Students are expected to follow the Code of Student Conduct and Student Handbook (see links on studio website). Students must comply with the Architecture Building Policies as posted on the college web site. Work submitted for a grade is the property of the College of Architecture, which reserves the right to retain, exhibit, and reproduce work submitted by students.

Class Attendance: Students are responsible for attending all scheduled class meetings for the full class period. Attendance is defined as participation in all studio activities including group and individual critiques, lectures, presentations, demonstrations, discussions, and in-class assignments. Attendance requires students to have their computer, tools, materials, and supplies available for all studio activities. Any tardiness, leaving early, lack of participation, walking in and out of lectures, undivided attention, goofing around, disruptive behavior, etc. will count as absences. Students are not allowed to work on assignments from other classes during studio. Use of cell phones and “face book” like web programs is prohibited in class.
Your fifth absences will result in a failure for the studio. All absences are considered unexcused with the exception of absences due to religious observance and officially approved trips (according to guidelines specified in the TTU Catalog). Students are expected to comply with TTU Center for Campus Life rules for reporting student illness requiring absence from class for emergencies or more than one week.
Outside of Class Time: Students are expected to spend an average of 2 times contact time or 20 hours per week. Experience has shown that students who work in studio after class hours on a regular basis have a greater degree of success because they can discuss, clarify, and exchange ideas and methods with colleagues.

Assignment Due Dates: assignments are due as specified in class. Assignments are cumulative; therefore students who are unable to keep up with the course schedule might have to withdraw. All requirements and deadlines must be completed on time. Expect a 10 point reduction of semester grade for each instance of late or incomplete work. Extensions to due dates will not be granted unless for pre-arranged circumstances.

Grading Criteria: Evaluation of student performance is based upon daily studio process as well as product. Professor Jaddo will conduct her expert assessment of overall student performance at mid-term and final. This is not an exact mathematical assessment. It is based on years of experienced judgment of student work. The following general criteria will be considered: (1) intent; (2) development; (3) resolution (4) dedication and work ethic. Grades are defined as follows:

A (excellent) exceptional performance; strongly exceeding the requirements of the course, showing strong academic initiative and independent resourcefulness [A+ = or > 97; A = or > 93; A- = or > 90].

B (good) performance above the norm; accurate and complete; beyond the minimum requirements of the course; work demonstrates marked progress and initiative [B+ = or > 87; B = or > 83; B- = or > 80].

C (average) satisfactory work that adequately meets minimum requirements and demonstrates satisfactory comprehension, communication skills, and effort; demonstrates little initiative to investigate the problem without substantial prodding of the instructor; work shows little improvement [C+ = or > 77; C = or > 83; C- = or > 70].

D (inferior, passing, but not necessarily satisfying degree requirements) unsatisfactorily meets minimum requirements; demonstrates minimum comprehension, communication skills, and effort at an inferior level; initiative lacking; improvement not noticeable [D+ = or > 67; D = or > 60].

F (failing) does not meet minimum requirements; fails to adequately demonstrate comprehension, communication skills, and effort [F < 60].
